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BOOK REPORT:

Cozy Modern Quilts 
23 Easy Pieced Projects to Bust Your Stash 

Kim Schaefer 

C + T Publishing    2009 
 

Kim Schaefer is the author of several quilt-

ing books, with this book being the sim-

plest.  Don't be deceived - it is a most en-

gaging book to read and has wonderful pho-

tos. 

 

The book starts with a quick overview of 

"how to make a quilt" but soon gets into 

specific projects.  Very simple rotary cutting 

of squares and rectangles produces stunning 

quilts of varying sizes.  No curved piecing 

or applique here. 

 

Through the use of simple shapes, clear dia-

grams for piecing and suggestions of ways 

to vary the patterns, you can make the pro-

jects in short order.  The idea of using a bor-

der makes for a more traditional quilt, while 

borderless gives a more contemporary feel-

ing. 

 

The overall feel of a quilt can be changed 

dramatically by color choice.  Using the 

same block, Kim shows us how a traditional 

feel is achieved through using soft classic 

combinations such as neutrals or blue/brown 

and tan.  The same block becomes very 

modern when made in bright florals or rich 

jewel tones. 

 

The projects range in size from lap quilts 

down to placemats.  Yardage is given for 

each project but you can easily increase or 

decrease sizes simply by adding or subtract-

ing blocks - your choice.  A solid recom-

mendation for this book if you are looking 

for a fresh, easy project.  Consider the added 

bonus of "busting" some of your stash!
