Two methods of assembling the flowers are shown in great detail
- "fusible appliqué" and “freezer paper, glue basted appli-
gué". For each project, a "Techniques Used" box shows which

as the use of hand embroidery or beading. | found it interesting
that out of the 10 projects in this book, seven used the fusible appligue method - quicker!

Part of the attractiveness of the projects is due to the wonderful use of color, both in the pieced
backgrounds and in the appliquéd flowers. Colors used are true to the type of flower, resulting

in very realistic results. The pieced backgrounds showcase the flowers by using colors and pat-
terns which compliment the appliqué.

Not only does each project include detailed information on materials needed, cutting instructions

and assembling directions but "Quilting suggestions" are included. The author has devoted four
pages to Machine Quilting at the beginning of the book. Rather than being faced with "quilt as
desired", you can now refer to suggestions for quilting to see how the quilting was actually done

on each project.

This book is a wealth of information. Not only are the completed projects inspiring, but they are
very do-able and don't appear very time consuming. Thumbs up for "Flower Show Quilts".

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Printing on Fabric

. Plan your project. Find a quilt pat-
tern you like that you can adapt to
your photo quilt and what fabric will
complement your photos. Search
online to get ideas for your quilt. Us-
ing a fabric calculator, calculate how
much fabric you will need for this
project.

. Wash and dry the cotton fabric to
remove the sizing and to preshrink
it. Press.

. Use an inkjet printer to print your
photos.

. Read your printer manual to deter-
mine what weight of paper your
printer can handle.

. Do not use a laser printer. The la-
ser printer would melt the adhe-
sive between the photo fabric and
the paper and would ruin the pa-
per and possibly the printer.

. Collect the digital photos you want to
use. Edit your photos for color and
size. You may want to add a border
to your photos. Make sure there are
no bright colors on the edges of your
photos as the bright color will bleed
onto the fabric.

. Print the photos on the fabric photo
sheets.

. Let each sheet air-dry for at least 15
minutes. Remove the paper backing
from each sheet and discard.

9. Soak each fabric sheet individually in cold wa-
ter for 20 minutes to set the printed image.
Place each sheet on a towel and allow to dry.
Press to set the colour.

10.Proceed to make your quilt as normal, using
your printed photo sheets in your pattern
