The title says it all - it is so nice 
to finally sew the last stitch when 
attaching the binding!  The quilt 
is finished!  Ready 
for rave reviews!  
 
"Happy Endings" 
provides easy to fol-
low, step by step 
directions which 
makes this an ideal 
book for beginners.  
For more experi-
enced quilters there 
are many interesting 
options for special 
finishes on your 
quilts. 
 
The chapters are set out starting 
with basic "Border and Binding 
Terms",  followed by "Tools and 
Supplies" and then cover "Basic 
Border Techniques".  Next fol-
lows "Getting ready to Quilt" with 
a lot of hints to ensure a flat fin-
ished quilt.  Binding Techniques 
work from finishing edges without 
binding (eg. enveloping), right 
through to binding a scalloped or 
hexagon edged quilt.  All dia-
grams are clearly shown with a 
lot of color photos of the finished 
products. 

 
For those days when our 
minds go blank, the informa-
tion is right here - amount of 
binding fabric needed for dif-
ferent quilt sizes, cutting bias 
binding strips (especially 
speedy continuous bias 
strips), forming mitred corners 
in the binding and joining the 
ends of the binding to render 
them almost invisible.  As well 
is included information on us-
ing plaids and striped fabrics 

in various ways 
for different fin-
ishes.                  
 
The next chap-
ter deals with 
other finishing 
techniques.  
Here we are 
shown how to 
add a ruffle, 
prairie points or 
piping.  "Final 
touches" include 
information on 

labels and creating hanging 
sleeves but, as an added bo-
nus, a very  well illustrated 
stitching guide is included.  
 
Note "Mimi's Favoritesò, high-
lighted in rectangles.  Along 
with "Happy Ending Hints" 
given throughout the book, 
you have a wealth of suc-
cessful techniques to guide 
you when applying the perfect 
binding.  Have fun, enjoy and 
show us what you have 
learned from this book!
