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Schnibbles Times Two  
quilts from 5" or 10" squares 
Carrie Nelson

For those of us who would like to 
try some new, small, scrappy, 
geometric quilts, this book is for 
you!  Evidently "schnibble" is a 
noun with German origins. The 
meaning? "A scrap of fabric; a 
leftover bit of cloth; a small 
piece." The word is found primar-
ily in German settlements in the 
American Midwest.  
 
Using packages of 5" charm 
pack squares or bundles of 10" 
layer cake squares, a myriad of 
quilts can be created.  Carrie, 
owner of Miss Rosie's Quilt Co. 
(www.missrosiesquiltco.com)  
has designed a dozen quilts, 
each in two sizes.  Charm pack 
squares produce small quilts 
while layer cake squares make 
into quilts just over twice that 
size.  Making both sizes will re-
sult in a wall quilt and a lap quilt 
of the same design.  
 
A list of materials needed, plus 
cutting directions are given for 
each quilt.  This information is 
followed by clear directions 
which include a lot of diagrams.  
In the front of the book, Carrie 
shows speedy methods for mak-
ing triangle units as well as flying 

geese units - real timesavers.  
Color photos of all the quilts 
help in making color choices, 
although half your work is al-
ready done in this matter 
when you choose charm pack 
squares or layer cake 
squares.  

 
To further check out what can 
be made from this book, 
Google "schnibbles" on your 
computer.  A "Quilt - a - 
month" program, based on 
the book is taking place, with 
participants posting pictures 
of their quilts.  Very interest-
ing!  Carrie's blog, La Vie en 
Rosie is also worth viewing.  
There are a lot of schnibbles 
pictures and light hearted 
banter along with useful quilt-
ing information. Have fun pe-
rusing this book.  Perhaps 
you will be inspired to make 
your own schnibble?

FLUFFING UP YOUR 

QUILTS  
Use two clean tennis balls to help 

fluff your quilt. Some people 

simply toss the tennis balls into 

the dryer. Others put each tennis 

ball inside a sock and tie or pin the 

sock closed. You can also buy dry-

er balls. These are small knobby or 

prickly balls that you add to your 

dryer. The claim is that the balls 

soften fabric naturally without any 

additional softening agent and can 

be used at any heat setting. Once 

you have your tennis or dryer balls 

in the dryer with the quilt, use the 

air dry setting on your dryer. The 

bouncing of the balls against your 

quilt will help freshen it; the same 

principle as beating a rug out-

doors. It loosens any surface dirt 

and  bounces the batting back into 

fluffy shape.
