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Stages of Quilting

Early stages...still...

The things you learn by accident such as how important that quarter inch is - any wavering, even the tini-
est bit, down the line becomes an inch and nothing lays flat ever again. Rulers move at the most inoppor-
tune times, the quality of cottons makes a difference, (who knew?) bobbins run out on the last seam, and
Ul 0T Ul EEDPOT wUIT 1 OUwUOwi PRwI YI UaUl pOT ww!

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Book Review

Log Cabin Quilts with attitude
-a new twist on an old favorite

After being exposed to traditional Log Cabin projects over the years,
it is nice to see the Log Cabin with personality! As the author says : e
"disregard perfect seam allowances; forget about matching up cor- ; i I
ners; combine fabrics without fretting; give your seam ripper the LN ol
slip" The result? Projects which shout "fun”!

Sharon Rotz's concept is quite simple. Construct Log Cabin blocks in the normal fashion. A hint
here - you will know the last strip you added to a block is always at the top, since this strip has
no seams crossing it. Remember, your strips are varying widths (whatever you have in your
scrap bag) and as you add strips, the block will begin to show it's personality. The completed
blocks should be approximately 2" larger than the finished size required for the project. Now it is
time to trim the blocks into "Freedom" blocks........

A rotary cutter and square ruler, placed at an angle over the completed Log Cabin, allows you to
determine the amount you wish to trim, creating a leaning block. Freedom blocks are trimmed
to the desired size and can be cut either "left" or "right" depending upon the direction the block
needs to lean. As you can see, now there are no longer block corners which have to be accurately
matched!

Projects in the book range from full size quilts to coasters, all using the skewed Log Cabin or
"Freedom" block. A quilt which combines wide bands of floral applique along with bands of
Freedom blocks seems particularly refreshing. The final project combines Freedom blocks, ap-
plique and prairie points in a wall hanging called "La Bohemia". It lives up to it's name, giving
the impression of folk art found in far off Hungary. As a contrast, the trio of "Bittersweet Cor-
ners" is quite subdued and elegant.
