You know the lingo (or most of it) such as frog stitching, that ap-

plique is a part of quilting and that foundation piecing is the same as paper piecing (that took me 

months!). You iron every seam, square up every square and fix every little mistake. you are aiming for

I have one very specific rule for taking a class: make the teacher earn her pay.  If you have a question: ask 

it, no matter how minor.

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Book Review  
 Rotary Cutting Revolution  
New one - step cutting   8 quilt blocks

I must admit, I didn't find this an easy book to under-

stand.  At one point I checked the list of books already 

written by the author to see if I had stumbled on #2 and 

needed to look at a previously written book for more ba-

sic directions on her methods.  No, other books appear 

to deal with paper piecing.  

  

Having said that, the author does present 8 blocks which 

can be multi cut following her precise instructions.   She provides a block cutting chart and supply 

list chart at the back of the book, as well as patterns showing cutting lines.   

  

I dislike fabric waste so, when told to "rough cut" squares which will be later cut to proper sizes 

this "goes against the grain".  The idea of having to starch fabric before cutting and sewing   also 

seems labor intensive (my freezer has no room to accommodate wet, starched fabric which I don't 

have time to iron and don't wish to mildew).   However, the author justifies these procedures as 

necessary to obtain the accurate results we all desire. Her pineapple block especially attests to the 

accuracy of her construction techniques. 

  

Perhaps better organization (or even elimination of some of the information) would have resulted 

in an easier to understand book.  A chapter which begins with the basic (familiar) method of con-

structing the "No Patience" block, then immediately moves on to the "square cut" method, which 

uses rough cut and starched blocks, seems to be rather confusing.  With five cutting options for 

the "square cut" method, I'm afraid I would quickly retreat to the basic (familiar) method.   I real-

ize, upon reflection, that the "No Patience" blocks I constructed for my donated VoC   (Veterans of 

Canada) quilt were from this book, but made by the old "tried and true" basic method.   Perhaps 

this old dog isn't learning new tricks?

This year the Schoolhouse Quilters hope to enter two sales events, Nautical Days (on the first weekend in 

August), and the Charles Dickens Craft Sale in early November. All members of the guild are eligible to 

participate, if they wish.   Charles Dickens is a formally juried show, which means that two photos of re-

cent work must be submitted to me by the end of February so I may forward  them to the show's organ-

izer. Nautical days is a self-juried show, so items for sale must be seen by the committee so that minimum 

standards of workmanship are maintained.  

  

For those of you new to the Guild, the sales are organized thus: you must fill out an inventory sheet list-

ing all the items for sale.  Each item is numbered and the price recorded on the inventory sheet.  Guild 

issued price tags are pinned to the items with the inventory number, the price and your name.   If you sub-

mit 1 to 10 items, you will be charged a $5 tagging fee for each show.  For over 11 items the fee is 

$10.  This money collected is put in our "insurance" fund to help  off -set costs of the sale not covered from 

the profits. At the end of the sale  you will be paid the amount you sold minus 10% of what you sold  (if 

you sell $50 worth of items, you will  get  $50 - $5 = $45). This 10% fee recovered from each participant 

covers the cost of the entry fees into the sale plus any errors that may occur with the cash. 

  

Those interested in participating this year should attend a meeting of the committee on Thursday Febru-

ary 23rd at 10 am. I will have all the information for you at that time.   Please let me know if you wish to 

participate and cannot attend the meeting.

I don't think our kids know what an apron is.    

The principal use of Grandma's apron was to protect the dress underneath because she only had 

a few and because it was easier to wash aprons than dresses and aprons required less material.   

 

But along with that, it served as a potholder for   removing hot pans from the oven.  It was wonderful for 

drying children's tears, and on occasion was even used for cleaning out dirty ears. 

 

From the chicken coop, the apron was used for carrying eggs, fussy chicks, and sometimes half-hatched 

eggs to be finished hatching in the warming oven.
